TECH TIPS

Step 1

locate each motor and case drain line.

Step 2

Remove case drain and cap off the hose, exposing the fitting

on the motor.



TECH TIPS

Chock the machines tires and remove brake coil (refer to

service manual for location) to insure that the machine will stay

stationary during testing.

Step 4

Attach drain hose to motor fitting and place the other end into a

catch pan.

Step 3



TECH TIPS

Monitor fluid displacement from motor, should be no more then

one quart. Should be a small trickle of oil as shown in picture. If

more then 1 quart in 15 seconds, then motor needs to be

replaced.
