Step 4:
Check voltage on pin # 23 on engine harness on side of ground
control box
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Step 5: Check for 12 vdc on white wire with red stripe on brake
valve on engine side of unit.

Step 6: Remove axle cover on non steering end of unit and tee in
pressure gauge on brake line. You should see approximately 250-
