Step 1

Go to platform.

Push red emergency button off at the platform.

Move and hold drive enable toggle switch to the

the right pull up on emergency button.

When the alarm sounds, release drive enable switch.
Momentarily activate the drive enable 12 times.

There should be a pause and the alarm should sound 12 times.
Now go to step 2.

Step 2

Start the engine from platform and press down on foot switch.
Move joystick back to fully stow the boom.

Once the boom is in the stowed position, move the drive enable
switch to the right one time.

Now move the joystick forward to raise the boom to its highest
position, then move the drive enable toggle to the right one
time.

The alarm should sound indicating that the setting have been
saved.
